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Win - Your selection must finish 1st.
Place - Your selection must finish 1st or 2nd.
show - Your selection must finish 1st, 2nd or 3rd.

Daily Double - You must pick the winner of two consectutive races.
exacta - You must pick the first two horses 

to finish in the exact order.
trifecta - You must pick the first three horses 

to finish in the exact order they finish.
superfecta - You must pick the four horses finishing 

first, second, third and fourth in exact order.
Pick three - You must select the winners of three consecutive    

races as designated in the program.
Pick five - You must select the winners of five 

consecutive races as designated in the program.

When Wagering With a Mutuel Clerk

Tell the Mutuel Clerk five things in this order:
1. What track you want to bet on.
2. What race number.
3. How much you want to bet.
4. What kind of bet you want

(win, place, show, exacta, etc...)
5. The number of the horse.

for example:

“Portland Meadow, race 5, $2.00 to win on number seven.”

When Wagering With a self serviCe terMinal (sst)

1. A voucher may be purchased from any Mutuel Clerk or 
Self-Service Terminal (SST)

2. Choose the track you wish to wager on from the top row. 
If you do not see your desired track, press “OTHER TRACKS”

3. Choose the race number you wish to bet.
4. Choose the amount you wish to bet.
5. Choose the type of wager you would like to make.
6. Choose the number (s) you wish to bet on and /or the 

respective combinations you want to make by using the 
numbers and wager types on the top row.

7. Print ticket when completed wager.
8. Remember to check your trickets and press “FINISH” to get 

your remining balance in the form of a voucher.

which ever method of wagering you choose, 

Don’t forget to check your tickets before leaving the window.

Pari-mutuel wagering means, literally, a mutuel wager or ‘betting among
ourselves.’

All the money that is wagered worldwide on a particular race and bet
type (see ‘Types of Wagering’ for the different bet types) in put into a
separate electronic pool.  The race track where the race is being con-
ducted is merely a broker for the transaction and deducts a fixed com-
mission or ‘takeout’ from that pool.  The takeout is retained by the track
and it is this takeout where race purses (the money the horses are com-
peting for) come from!

The racetrack has no fiscal interest in the actual ‘official’ order finish of a
race.  The track’s share (the takeout) remains the same no matter who
wins a particular race.

At Portland Meadows, we deduct 18.00% from all Win, Place, and
Show wagers and 22.00% from all other wagers like the Exacta or the
Pick 5, etc.

A complete listing of takeout rates for all the tracks that are currently
available for betting in the Portland Meadows Network are available
from Guest Services or from an OTB mutuel teller.
